FUNERAL LEVELS  I – V

The following variations of Honor Guard services provided by the Training Bureau shall be considered by the Operations Commander:

LEVEL I
Full military funeral, requiring twenty personnel:

(1) Flag Detail Commander

a. One Training Bureau staff member

(2) Pall Bearers

a. Six cadets

(3) Color Guard

a. Four cadets

1) Two flagmen

2) Two riflemen

(4) Rifle Detail Commander

a. One Training Bureau staff member

(5) Rifle Squad

a. Six cadets (a seventh may be used as a communications coordinator)

(6) Bugler

a. From approved list

(7) Communications Coordinator

a. One cadet in civilian clothing

b. Station or Bureau representative

Flag is folded and presented to Department representative by Academy staff         member who in turn presents flag to family representative.

LEVEL II

Partial military funeral, requiring eleven personnel:

(1) Flag Detail Commander

a. One Training Bureau staff member

(2) Pall Bearers

a. Six cadets

(3) Color Guard

a. Four cadets

1) Two flagmen

2) Two riflemen

LEVEL III

Flag folding, requiring seven personnel:

(1) Flag Detail Commander

a. One Training Bureau staff member

(2) Pall Bearers

a. Six cadets

LEVEL IV

Honorary Pall Bearers, requiring six personnel:

(1) Detail Commander

a. One Training Bureau staff member

(2) Pall Bearers

a. Five cadets

LEVEL V

Departmental representatives:

(1) Two uniformed deputies from the Training Bureau or from the last unit of

assignment

The different levels should be offered under the following circumstances:


      Killed in the line of duty, regular or reserve – Levels I through V

                  Active employee but not service related – Levels II through V

                   Retired Employee – Levels III through V

                   Active Reserve but not service related – Levels IV through V

                   Retired Reserve – Level V

                   Other California law enforcement officer killed in the line of duty – Level IV
